Gentlemen,

In a few weeks, the 2010 World Cup in South Africa will be the meeting place of thousands of football fans. Sadly, the influx of so many people will bring human trafficking. Over 500 000 visitors from around the world are expected to arrive in South Africa for the World Cup. “More than 500 criminal gangs are estimated to be involved in human trafficking for the sex trade.”

According to the United Nations, approximately 2.5 million people around the world are victims of trafficking for slave labour or sexual exploitation, the most vulnerable being women and children.

Human trafficking for the sex trade is a significant problem in southern Africa. Young women, victims of trafficking, are being imported from Thailand and China to South Africa. Although prostitution is illegal in South Africa, the country does not have adequate services to help victims of trafficking.

The sexual exploitation of women is, for sure, the most lucrative form of human trafficking.
We are therefore writing to you to express our concern relative to human trafficking in all its forms. We would wish to see you contribute in tangible ways to the efforts made to fight it. In fact, we would very much like to know what FIFA plans to do to counter this modern form of slavery. Amnesty International explains that “past experiences have demonstrated that offer and demand of sexual services increases significantly during important sporting events” which, in our opinion, is an unacceptable form of violence. 
You can be part of the solution. The 2010 World Cup should be a place where effective actions are taken toward the elimination of all forms of trafficking, violence and exploitation of human life. E. Benjamin Skinner wrote in a recent article in Time Magazine, “human trafficking has no place at the 2010 World Cup and beyond.”

Several organizations have signed the Athens Ethical Principles. In doing so, they have expressed their solidarity with the victims of trafficking and their willingness to contribute to the efforts to counter trafficking. Information is available on www.endhumantrafficking.com. We strongly encourage you to sign the Athens Ethical Principles to show your solidarity and willingness.

In raising awareness and in contributing to the eradication of this social scourge that is human trafficking (which includes the sexual exploitation of women and children), you would promote the physical and psychological integrity of those most vulnerable.
